PART I:
1.  Pose the questions and facilitate a brief discussion:  What are students supposed to learn in high school?  What do you want to be able to do?
2. As a school community we identified that we want Arleta High School students to become 
a. Community Contributors

b. Critical Thinkers

c. Effective Communicators

d. Self-Directed Learners

This means that as we work together in your classes and in Advisory, we will work with those results  in mind. 

3. In whole group or jigsaw groups BRIEFLY review the ESLR’s.
4. Brainstorm with students about possible artifacts that meet each ESLR.  
Possible artifacts: Document progress toward mastery of the Expected Learning Results (ESLR’s).

· Insert important school and education planning items (resume, autobiography, brag sheet, A-G requirements sheet, etc). Note: students may have not done these assignments in Advisory, but may have completed assignments in another class.

· Advisory Lessons (i.e/ Thinking maps & Reflection on how Thinking maps help students 

· learn material)

· Awards/certificates

· Classwork: an essay they wrote, a class/HW assignment which shows ESLR has been 

· met, etc.

· Extra curricular activities sports, leadership, heart program, etc.

PART II:
1. Students should have artifacts for their portfolio (from advisory or other classes)
2. They will insert artifacts in their portfolio AND complete the Portfolio Artifact sheet for each artifact.  ***Each year two artifacts per ESLR should be included in students portfolio along with the completed Portfolio Artifact sheet for each artifact—for a TOTAL of  eight artifacts per year.
Note:   Students can work on collecting artifacts and completing reflections throughout the mester—if time permits and you have finished an advisory lesson early.  If students do not have enough time to complete all Portfolio Artifact sheet for this assignment, they will have more time next mester.
