	INSTRUCTIONS

	Purpose:
	Senior Peer Leaders will present their Portfolios to 10 and 11th grade students. Peer Leaders will mentor or advise the students on what makes an effective portfolio and answer questions about how to successfully complete and defend Graduation Portfolios.

	Time:
	Two class periods.

	Materials:
	All Peer Leaders will bring their portfolios to the Mixer.  Students will have pencils/pens, paper and their prepared questions.  

	Assignment:
	Day 1: Peer Leaders will present their overall portfolio to the class.  

Day 2: Peer Leaders will answer any questions the students have and provide the underclassmen with words of support and encouragement.  

	ESLRS:
	Self directed learners/critical thinkers/community contributor/effective communicator.


Tuesday, May 13, 2014:  Prepare for Mentoring Presentation
-To prepare for the mixer:

1. Bring your Portfolio to school.  Review your Graduation Portfolio Rubric.  Make sure that you have a clear understanding of what makes a Graduation Portfolio:  Unsatisfactory, Proficient or Distinguished.  Outline the steps you took to choose your artifacts and why you wanted to choose those particular ones.  Practice your defense a couple of times.
Wednesday, May 14, 2014:  1st Day of Presentation
Plan to be in the Advisory you are assigned before the final bell rings to greet the advisory teacher.
1. Introduce yourself to the Advisory Class.  Explain why you are here.  
2. Share with students the steps you took to prepare for your Portfolio Defense:  (10 Minutes)
a. Choosing the artifacts

b. Planning your Introduction

c. Taking notes on and practicing what you want to say about each artifact, what you learned from completing the artifact, how it relates to the ESLer, what you might have done differently, …
d. Outlining your Conclusion

e. Preparing to answer the Panel’s questions

3. Highlight 3-5 Specific steps that you took to be successful.  (3 Minutes)
4. Model each of the steps :  Greeting, Introduction, Presenting your Artifacts, Reflections, and Explanations, Conclusion, Answering the Questions from the Panel.  One Peer Leader demonstrates and the other one points out what they did.  (15 Minutes)
5. Wrap-Up:  (2 Minutes)  Ask students to write down 3 questions that they still have about defending their Portfolios.  Collect them
6. Take the questions with you to prepare for the next day.
Thursday, May 15, 2014:  2nd Day of Presentation
Plan to be in the Advisory you are assigned before the final bell rings to greet the advisory teacher.
1. Greet the Advisory.  (1 minute)
2. Remind the students of what you were discussing yesterday:  Preparing for Your Portfolio Defense.

3. Ask students to share with you what they learned from your presentation yesterday.  Write their responses on the board.  Sample responses:

a.  Be Prepared


e.  Practice a lot

b.  Talk slowly



f.  Have good eye contact

c.  Give strong explanations

g.  Include an introduction and conclusion

d.  Relate everything to ESLer

( 5 minutes)

4. Go over the students’ questions and try to give them strong answers or examples.  Try to include some specific examples from your own experiences or what you know from others who have presented.   (15 minutes)
5. If there is time, ask students to suggest sample questions that the panel might ask and practice what responses they would have to the panel.  (10 minutes )

6. End the presentation by offering them some specific advice to prepare for their Senior Years!

7. Thank them and the teacher for letting you present.
