Teacher Instructions: Please open up the PowerPoint for this lesson and project it with the LCD projector.

Opening Discussion (10 min)

  
Teacher  re-visits  “Hispanic Heritage Month”, (open up PowerPoint) and have students read the text about the murals around Los Angeles, California.  Some questions you may want to ask the students are:

· (slide 3) Can you point out some of the Hispanic symbols that stand out? (i.e. virgin de Guadalupe) 
· (slide 4) Who are the 2 sides being represented? (left: Spaniards/ right: Indians) 
· (slide 6) Why is the Aztec calendar important? Answer: The Aztec people were an agricultural people that equated religion to survival.  Aztec priests and leaders researched movements of the sun and planets in the sky.  They followed a set of calendars to track planetary and solar events to make the most important decisions they had each year.
· (slides 7-10 are one long mural) The mural depicts the history of California through several panels; the first panels begin with prehistory and colonialism, but most of the following panels deal with events of the 20th century. It was created in conjunction with the rise of the Chicano Movement of the 1960s-1980s.
· (slide 12) Why is ‘Diversity’ important? Possible answer: Diversity can be defined as people coming together from different races, nationalities, religions and sexes to form a group, organization or community. A diverse organization is one that values the difference in people. It is one that recognizes that people with different backgrounds, skills, attitudes and experiences bring fresh ideas and perceptions.

Student Activity (10 min) (optional)

Time to do your own mural! Encourage students to draw (on white paper) a ‘mural’ of their own!  

Wrap up (5 min)

Encourage students to share their murals (drawings) with the class and express their thoughts on ‘Hispanic Heritage Month’.
